This workshop is designed for individuals who are new to R or have limited experience with it.

It aims to provide participants with the fundamental skills to work effectively in the RStudio
environment and conduct stafistical programming tasks.

The course covers basic operations with R objects (vectors, data frames), data loading and
unloading, creating different graphs, conducting statistical tests, and basic modeling.

Getting familiar with RStudio

Basic calculations and mathematical operators in R

Storing results: Understanding object classes (scalar, vector, factor, list, matrix, arrays, data
frames)

Working with vectors: Types (integer, numeric, logical, character) and basic operations

Infroduction to data frames and data management

Loading data into R: Working with different file formats (csv, dta, sav, etc.)
